Details for Submission

Writers can submit short stories up to 3000 words in length
on any theme between 1 June and September 5 2008.

The competition is open to anyone living or
working in North or North East Lincolnshire or Fathom Writers
subscribers.
Entries must be entirely the work of the entrant and must not
have been published or broadcast elsewhere.

Entry fee is £5.00 for each story submitted.
Multiple entries are permitted. (Fathom Writers Subscribers
may submit their first story free of charge). Fees are
payable by cheque. Cheques should be made payable to Fathom
Writers with the sender's name and address on the back.

Entries must be in English, typed, double-spaced,
12 point font with pages numbered and securely fastened.
Entries must show no name, address or identifying marks other
than the title.
Each entry must be accompanied by a completed entry form.
Entries will not be returned, please keep a copy.
No corrections can be made after submission. 
Entry fees are non-refundable.

Results will be published in ARTICLE Magazine in
November 2008 and on the Fathom Writers page on
