We use our gallery spaces to
bring a diverse programme of
art to Barton, the wider Humber
region and beyond. Our artists’
studios are used by artists and
craft makers working with

a wide variety of methods,
techniques and media. Also,

we regularly host workshops in
printmaking, jewellery, willow,
upholstery, felt wire and many
other materials and processes.
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Featured Jewellers

Since a child Victoria Markham has been
collecting stones, shells and unusual
fossils and has gone on to create a range

of handmade jewellery choosing ethically
sourced, hand-cut rare stones such as rare
jaspers, dinosaur bone and opals as well as
fossils like pyrite ammonites. Victoria is
able to melt silver down to create a unique
and bespoke pattern to incorporate these
rare pieces within.

Kate Lovery is the designer-maker behind
Little Lovers; a distinctive collection of
beautiful porcelain jewellery created in
Yorkshire. She designs and handmakes
each piece and uses natural materials,
genuine stones and non-toxic glazes,
designs are produced in small batches so
collections evolve each season.

Prize-winning master jeweller Sue

Gregor has shown her innovative floral
recycled plastic jewellery nation-ally and
internationally. Making contemporary
jewellery with wildflower and leaf designs
since 2005 she does not mass produce

her work. Every piece is individually
handmade using real leaves and flowers to
create the designs. All the Perspex Sue uses
is 100% recycled

Lawrence Gibson’s Koa Jewellery is based
near the water’s edge in Sully, South Wales
and specialises in the design and creation
of handcrafted ethical jewellery inspired by
the British coast and the ever-changing sea.
Lawrence adds colour to each resin which
is either dropped into pewter casting or
made as a separate piece and incorporated
into the design. Each piece is handmade
using pewter and coloured resin.

As the summer season approaches we still have some captivating theatre for you to

enjoy at Ropery Hall.

The first is a raucous, rebellious gig theatre
show, Jeremiah, about a forgotten part of
British history, The Pentrich Rising, and
tells the incredible true story about one

of England’s forgotten revolutionaries,
Jeremiah Brandreth.

Planned in the Derbyshire village it

took place on the night of June 9 1817.
While much of the planning took place

in Pentrich it saw a gathering of some
200 to 300 hundred men (stockingers,
quarrymen and iron workers), led by
Jeremiah Brandreth (“The Nottingham
Captain’, an unemployed stockinger),

set out from South Wingfield to march

to Nottingham. They were lightly armed
with pikes, scythes and a few guns, which
had been hidden in a quarry in Wingfield
Park, and had a set of rather unfocused
revolutionary demands, including the
wiping out of the National Debt.

The march did not go according to
plan and confronted by a small force of

soldiers the revolutionaries scattered and
it was over a month until Brandreth was
captured and stood trial alongside three
accomplices, one of whom was transported
to Australia. Brandreth and the other two
were publicly hanged and beheaded at
Nuns Green in front of Friar Gate Gaol in
Derby, the last people to be beheaded by
an axe (posthumously, after being hanged)
in an execution in Britain

Accompanied by a cellist, violinist and
guitarist fusing hip hop beats with
cinematic orchestration the story is told
through the lens of the life of Jeremiah and
features Jack Dean - Rap / spoken word,
Yoon-ji Kim — Violin, Beatrice Newman —
Cello and Hanno Rigger — Guitars.

Incidentally television broadcaster and
author Gyles Brandreth can trace his
family’s link back to Jeremiah.
